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Year 8 have completed ‘The Real Game’ activity where the students match
the demands of everyday life to the opportunities afforded to them in
different careers. The students were given the opportunity to create a ‘wish
list’ of accommodation, transport and leisure activities that they would
want as young adults. The ‘reality check’ session looked at what they would
be likely to afford after allocated a particular career and the

appropriate salary.

Year 11 have completed a ‘Post 16 options’ programme where they
have undertaken guided research with the aim of making sure each
student is fully aware of the different pathways available to them once
they leave Birchwood in less than a year’s time. The importance of
researching, visiting and applying to colleges in good time has been
reinforced throughout these sessions.
