Dear Parent/Carers, 
 
This week, all year groups took part in an assembly to introduce Children’s Mental Health Week, which takes place 
next week. The theme this year is ‘This is My Place’, and we shared with students how we will be recognising and 
celebrating this across the school. Throughout the week, students will take part in a range of activities during form 
time, all designed to be inclusive and accessible for everyone. 
 
This week’s House Competition took place on Wednesday lunchtime and was the Hula Hoop Challenge. It was great 
to see so many students getting involved, and lots of fun was had by all. The Design a City House Challenge for this 
half term has now closed, with the deadline being today. We are very much looking forward to announcing the 
winners soon. 
 
A reminder that our half-termly Parent Event will take place on Tuesday 10th February at 9:00am and 5:00pm, 
focusing on Assessment and Data.

On this day, students will be in for just an additional hour, 
details of which they will receive next week. This time will be dedicated to supporting students’ mental health and 
wellbeing, giving them the opportunity to talk, reflect and take part in activities that promote positive mental health 
across the school. Year 11 can use this day to revise for their mocks and we will open a study a room if they would 
prefer to stay in school.
